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NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE AN
AIR POLLUTION CONTROL

Take notice that the North Dakota Department of Environmental Quality (NDDEQ) proposes to
issue an Air Pollution Control Permit to Construct to CNH Industrial America LLC for operation
of the Fargo Facility in accordance with the North Dakota Air Pollution Control Rules. The
facility is located at 3401 First Avenue North, Fargo in Cass County.

Requests for a public meeting must be
received in writing by NDDEQ before the end of the public comment period. The application,
NDDEQ analysis and draft permit are available for review at the above address and on-line at
hitp:/deq.nd.gov/AQ/PublicCom.aspx.
